Transfer Credit Policies
General Transfer Credit Requirements
The following requirements apply to all graduate programs at Divine Mercy University:
1. Graduate credits are transferable from regionally accredited institutions
1. Courses must have been completed within six years prior to acceptance into University programs (with exceptions for continuous field activity)
1. Only courses with a grade of B (3.0) or better are eligible for transfer
1. Extension, continuing education, or in-service courses not intended as part of a degree program are not acceptable
1. No graduate credit can be awarded for undergraduate-level courses
1. Transfer of graduate credits earned at other institutions is not automatic and requires formal application
Program-Specific Transfer Credit Policies
M.S. in Psychology (Online)
Maximum Transfer Credits: 3 credit hours
Requirements:
1. Credits must be from graduate-level programs at regionally accredited institutions
1. Courses completed within six years prior to acceptance (exceptions granted for continuous field involvement)
1. Must submit Transfer of Credit Form to Program Director before enrolling in third course
1. Request reviewed by Academic Dean of the Institute for the Psychological Sciences
M.S. in Counseling (Clinical Mental Health Counseling)
Maximum Transfer Credits: 24 credit hours
Special Provisions:
1. A maximum of 24 credits considered for students transferring from DMU Institute for the Psychological Sciences programs in psychology
1. Must have graduated from IPS programs within the last five years
1. All transferred courses must be grade B or above
1. Courses must have been completed within the last five years

1. PHT 513 The Flourishing Person
1. PHT 523 Moral Character and Spiritual Flourishing
1. PHT 533 Flourishing in Relationships
1. COUN 510 Foundations and Ethics of Clinical Mental Health Counseling
1. COUN 580 Counseling Skills and Helping Relationships
1. COUN 630 Clinical Diagnosis and Treatment Planning
1. COUN 690 Counseling Practicum/Advanced Clinical Intervention Skills
1. COUN 691 & COUN 692 Counseling Internship 1 & 2
Psy.D. in Clinical Psychology
Maximum Transfer Credits: 18 credit hours
Requirements:
1. All transfer courses must be from graduate-level programs at regionally accredited institutions
1. Courses completed within six years prior to acceptance
1. Only courses determined to be equivalent to courses offered at the University can be transferred
1. Grade of B (3.0) or better required
1. Application must be submitted before the end of second semester of enrollment
Typically Non-Transferable Courses:
1. PHT 502 Philosophical and Theological Anthropology
1. INT 510 The Person: Integrating Philosophical, Theological, Psychological Perspectives I
1. INT 511 The Person: Integrating Philosophical, Theological, Psychological Perspectives II
1. INT 615 Flourishing through Freedom and Moral Development
1. INT 625 Flourishing through Relationships, Vocations, and Life Commitments
Note: These courses differ significantly in content due to the University's unique mission and Catholic-Christian integration, making them typically ineligible for transfer despite similar titles at other institutions.
Ph.D. in Counselor Education and Supervision
Maximum Transfer Credits: 30 semester hours from Master's degree
Requirements:
1. School must be appropriately accredited
1. Each course credit must be equivalent to one semester hour or 1.67 quarter hours
1. Grade of B or better required (B- or below not accepted)
1. Course must overlap with Ph.D. course by at least 80%
1. Must be post-master's coursework (700-900 level)
1. Completed within previous seven years
1. Correspondence studies or life experiences not accepted
Transfer Credit Application Process
Students must follow these steps to apply for transfer credit:
1. Be enrolled in the degree program
1. Obtain Transfer of Credit Form from Office of Enrollment Services or Office of the Registrar
1. Submit form to Program Director within specified timeframes
1. Receive approval from student's advisor, dean, and registrar
1. Contact: registrar@divinemercy.edu
Important Notes
1. Transfer credit decisions are made on a case-by-case basis
1. Given the University's unique Catholic-Christian integration mission, certain courses may differ significantly in content from similarly titled courses at other institutions
1. Students who have not made satisfactory financial arrangements will not have access to transfer credit services
1. Transfer of graduate credits earned at other institutions is not automatic
